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Adverse Determinations 2021

Access to public information is the general rule, based on the principles of presumption of public information, transparency and maximum disclosure
(Law 27,275, Section 1). The exemptions from disclosure are only those listed in Section 8 and are to be narrowly construed.

Section 13 lays down a general principle: “Liable persons may refuse—on sufficient grounds—to disclose the requested information whenever it is not
available because they are not legally obliged to gather it, or else where such information falls under any of the exemptions listed in Section 8. Failure to
provide the reasons for rejection shall render the adverse determination null and liable persons shall be obliged to disclose the information requested.”

In 2021, 10 adverse determinations were made.
